
Key Spouse “Success Story” Video Vignette Guidance:

Option 1 - PA helps Key Spouse produce a video story.  AFPC/PA will give guidance to follow with options to tell their success story.
Option 2 – Key Spouse programs films video themselves.  These Key Spouse programs will be given guidance from AFPC/PA on what media to collect and send to AFPC/PA who will produce their video.
Success Story video vignette guidance: 
· 2-3 minute (only) video story to showcase your success
· Interview key spouse spokesperson(s) to tell their success story (2 options)
· Spokesperson talks to camera directly and tells the story
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Spokesperson responds to questions from the interviewer who is standing/sitting next to the camera not in the frame of the shot
· Include photos and/or video of the actual event or any type of images/video that helps explain your story
· Film testimonies of people that attended the event, ask them how this event helped them, or what it meant to them, and/or what they experienced at the event; they can talk straight into the camera or off camera to the interviewer
· Include a graphic that can quantify the event, # of attendees, hours volunteered…etc.
· Final video should be an mp4 file
· You can either send the video via SAFE to AFPC/PA or post on YouTube as unlisted and send us the link to download (AFPC.PA.Task@us.af.mil; frederick.chapa.1@us.af.mil) 
Filming tips if you are filming the video yourself:
· Use your cell phone, record with your cell phone horizontally for video or pictures
· When someone is talking on camera remember these four things –
· Make sure the room/location you are filming in has very little background noise or none at all, be aware of doors opening or phones ringing
· Make sure the subject (the person on camera) is brighter than the background
· Make sure the person in your frame is a medium shot, basically from the hips up, no feet, you want them close to the camera for good audio.  Make sure they speak with a strong voice to be heard
· When filming someone on camera, press the record button and have them wait two seconds before they start talking.  After they finish talking have them hold their look for 2 seconds then you press the stop record button.  This guarantees you not cutting your shots too short.  
· Send slides or document files if that helps to tell your story especially for showing how to quantify your story
